BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

JANUARY 10, 2013
PRESENT: LINDA CATON, BUD JENSSEN, MICHAEL CARTER, SUE YOUNGBLOOD, JIM NIELSON, HOWARD HUMMEL, AND KATHY JONES – TREASURER AND JEANNE SCHWAN – OUTGOING TREASURER
ABSENT: SANDY PALLETT
CALL TO ORDER: 4PM
APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF 11/8/2012  - A motion was made by Bud and seconded by Howard to approve the minutes of 11/8/2012. Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT: Kathy Jones was welcomed as the new SLCT treasurer replacing Jeanne Schwan. Kathy reported that SLCT is in transition of moving our accounts from Chase Bank to Wells Fargo. Once all checks drawn on Chase have cleared all SLCT business will be transacted through Chase. Also there is a change in account signatures to reflect SLCT board member changes.
There was a discussion regarding billing/receipts. Forms are on line that can be used to account for SLCT expenditures. Howard brought up for discussion our tax-exempt letter that requires updating. Howard also talked about purchasing business cards through an on line enterprise known as “Vista Print”. Tax-exempt status was mentioned and will be explored regarding food purchase for SLCT performances. The SLCT has approximately $28,000 in the treasury that includes a net income of $8870.99 generated from receipts of the fall play – “Murder at Café Noir”. A motion was made by Sue and seconded by Howard to accept the treasurer’s report. Motion carried.
ARTICLES FOR “ASIDES” - It was reported that there were no submissions for the “Asides”. Howard indicated that for the next “Asides” edition there would be publicity for the spring play as well as publicity for the SLCT Improv group that had performed at a recent AAUW luncheon and will be performing at Sun Lakes Country Club at the end of January.
GENERAL MEETING ENTERTAINMENT SCHEDULE and VOLUNTEER INFORMATION – Groups from four of the Chandler High Schools will be contacted to perform at future general meetings. The February meeting will have snippets from Howard’s spring play “Dearly Beloved”.  Howard mentioned that our organization is membership driven and the need to involve the membership in helping the theatre. A request for help will be made to the general membership. A list of members interested in volunteering for theatre assignments was generated from our last meeting and distributed to the board. Also, Linda reported the need for a director for this summer’s play.
UPDATE ON MEMBERSHIP RENEWALS AND ROSTER – Jim is putting together an on line membership roster. A hard copy will also be available. The on line version will be up to date as updated membership information is submitted. Jim will approach past members who have thus far not paid their dues.  An update was presented on the health issues that some of our members are experiencing. 
UPDATE ON ELECTIONS – Bud reported that there are five candidates vying for three board positions that will be available for the next term. It was also mentioned that the board must elicit the right people for the positions. The five candidates will deliver their reasons for pursuing board membership at the next general meeting scheduled for February 21, 2013. The board election is scheduled for the March meeting on the 14th.
DEVELOP SLCT BUDGET – Howard reported that SLCT must have a budget before we can apply for grants. A budget committee solicitation will be made at the general membership meeting. Jim mentioned the need for a policy and motion handbook.
PLAY READING COMMITTEE – Howard is working on a job description for the play reading committee. A recommendation was made to invite the Chair of the committee to attend board meetings. 

GRANTS TO SCHOOLS – A motion was made by Bud and seconded by Michael to approve a $1000 grant to each of Chandler’s four high schools. Motion carried.
NEW BUSINESS:  A motion was made by Jim and seconded by Howard to work on establishing a frame - work to acquire business cards for the SLCT board. Motion carried. Howard suggested the purchase of additional lighting equipment for the stage. Kathy indicated that she would be working from the new light board. A motion was made by Howard and seconded by Sue to approve Sandy Pallett as director for the fall 2013 play that has yet to be determined. Motion carried
A response to Linda Shanahan’s letter to the board is in preparation. The board had agreed in a spirit of cooperation and collegial relationship not to charge Linda for the use of SLCT equipment with the expectation that any damage, repair, or replacement costs shall be the responsibility of the borrower.
Howard stressed the need for “Splash” articles every month highlighting SLCT activities especially the donations we make to the schools.

The next board meeting is scheduled for January 31 at 12PM in room M1.
