BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

MARCH 8TH 2012

Present: Merrie Crawford, Bud Jenssen, Linda Caton, Sandy Pallett, Sue Youngblood, Michael Carter, Phyllis Novy, and Jeanne Schwan – Treasurer.

CALL TO ORDER: 5:05PM

MINUTES: A motion to accept the minutes of the last meeting were made by Linda and seconded by Phyllis. Motion carried.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Jeanne reported that the financial entries are up to date with savings of $20,516.28 and checking with $5571.46 including the four $1000 donations given to the four Chandler High Schools. In addition Jeanne pointed out that royalty payments occur three weeks prior to each play performance. A motion to accept the treasurer’s report was made by Bud and seconded by Phyllis. Motion carried.

COMMUNICATIONS COMMITTEE: Sue with Linda’s assistance presented Jon and Beverly McCoy a farewell card along with a gift card. The McCoy’s have moved out of the Sun Lakes area.

PROGRAM/EDUCATION COMMITTEE: Sandy and Phyllis presented their report on the committee’s accomplishments during this past year. They include: Planned and lead activities for all SLCT meetings; Planned and worked at all Open Houses; Planned the end of year and Holiday party…sourced and scheduled the entertainers; Brought in outside group to teach improv skills; Planned and started the SLCT improv troupe…the Improvables; Initiated and organized the summer happy hours; Initiated the happy half hour before meetings.

SCHEDULING: Linda will email the meeting and play dates for the 2012/2013 years. Sandy inquired about the process for selecting a play’s director.

OLD BUSINESS;

ASIDES; Merrie reported that the new format of the “asides” newsletter contains more pertinent Theatre news and comments with the addition of the president’s report, the addition of general membership minutes, and a monthly “spotlight” on recognizing the accomplishments of Theatre members. Jon McCoy was recently “spotlighted”. Linda will write about who is to be “spotlighted” for the next edition. Also mentioned was Penny Peterson “Splash” article on Jon McCoy. OTHER BUSINESS:
An issue was raised stemming from a request made by Gerad Claseman to consider a donation from SLCT to the American Service Animal Society (ASAS). The Board agreed that to do so could not be justified by the SLCT mission statement. Therefore, Gerad’s request was denied.

Activities/charities/organizations that SLCT contributes funds to must relate to the Theatre’s mission statement, specifically contributions to charities that are all well and good in their intentions but do not fit in with our mission statement would not qualify. A motion to accept this concept was made by Sandy and seconded by Phyllis. Motion carried.
